Abstract

The diversification of channels to watch drama has given Taiwanese viewers
more choices but has compressed the survival of traditional TV industry. With the
development of the times, the traditional TV stations in Taiwan have started to
broadcast their contents on the internet video platform. The traditional 8 o'clock TV
station has also started to be noticed by the young generation, and the current popular
TV drama "Proud of You" has received considerable discussion in the online
community.
